Fresh Creek Adds Oxnard, CA to its growing list of installations.

Dennis Moran, Chairman and CEO of Fresh Creek Technologies, today announced that installation of its floating Netting TrashTrap® System was dedicated during ceremonies in Oxnard, CA on July 26, 2007, by city officials and representatives of the Ventura County Watershed Protection District. “This important dedication marks the culmination of more than three years of work with the city and the district to address their needs, Moran said, it also marks the growth of our company to more than 160 installations across the U. S. and Canada in just 15 years.”

As part of a grant-funded study of Kiddie Beach in the Channel Islands Harbor, the Ventura County Watershed Protection District evaluated the persistent pollution problems at Kiddie Beach from the Oxnard West Storm Drain. A final report was released in 2004 and contained recommendations for treatment devices to control trash and debris. The Fresh Creek Technologies floating TrashTrap® netting system was selected as the most appropriate device to address this issue. The system was installed in June 2007 and will be maintained by the City.
In a quote from the Oxnard Public Works newsletter, City Works the city states: “The innovative floating device traps floating trash and debris. Now, unsightly items and pollutants like discarded beverage containers, plastic and paper wrappings and rusting metal objects that would normally end up on our beaches are ensnared in the system’s mesh nets. The device also traps natural

debris such as tree branches and leaves.” Once filled, the nets are lifted out of the system and taken to a local land fill and new nets are installed.
“We continue to work with the City and The District to assist them in other areas where trash and debris are a problem, says Moran, our combined goal is to provide safe and clean beaches for the City of Oxnard and the District.”
